Blueberries: Northern Highbush Variety

Duke x Large, mild flavor, mildly sweet 4-7 4-6' h Stocky, upright, open Orange yellow

Earliblue x Medium, mild flavor, sweet 5-7 4-6' h Upright, compact Red burgundy

Patriot x Large, delicately sweet 3-7 3-4' h Open, spreading Fiery red

Spartan x Very large, robust flavor, tangy-sweet 5-7 4-6' h Upright Yellow-orange

Bluecrop x Large, high quality, disease resistant, sweet flavor 4-7 4-6' h Upright, open Red

Bluegold x Medium-large, deliciously sweet, forms large clusters 3-5 4' h Compact, round Golden yellow

Chandler x Exceptionally large – world’s largest berry, excellent 
flavor, ripens over 4-6 weeks, can be picked regularly 5-7 6' h Slightly spreading Wine orange

Darrow x Very large, juicy, robust flavor 4-6 5-6' h Upright Orange-red

Elliott x Medium-large, zesty, slightly tangy flavor, ripens very late 4-7 4-6' h Upright, open Deep red wine

Jersey x Medium, sweet flavor 4-7 6-8' h Upright, open Orange flame

Legacy x Medium-large berry, robust flavor, ripens very late 5-8 4-6' h Open, spreading Crimson

Misty x Medium, sweet flavor, high yield 5-10 4-6' h Upright Evergreen in 
mild climate

Sunshine Blue x Medium, rich sweet flavor 5-10 3' h x 3' w Semi-dwarf,  
perfect for planter boxes

Burgundy x Small, wild flavor 3-6 1' h x 1' w Ground cover, compact Burgundy

Native Star x Small, dark blue berry, wild, tart flavor;  

ripens mid to late season 5-6 4-6' h Upright, compact Evergreen
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
